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Development of Question papers for Higher Secondary Classes

General Guidelines
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Question paper may be prepared in accordance with the design and blue print so as to
ensure fair distribution of Curriculum Objectives/ content areas and types of questions.

Question should be based on the Curriculum Objectives.

Curriculum Objectives can be clubbed or can be split into shorter chunks, whenever
necessary, for framing questions.

Questionsfor assessing higher order mental processes should be framed, focusing on the
ability to apply, analyse, evaluate and think creatively.

Different types of questions - objective type, short answer type, essay type etc., shall be
included in the question paper.

There need not be separate sectionsin the question paper for different types of questions.
Questionsthat test mererecalling and rote learning shall be avoided.

A fair distribution of open-ended questions shall be included to promote divergent and
creativethinking.

Question textsand the directions given shall be simple, clear and comprehensive.
Objectivetype questions should aim at testing higher order mental processes.

Thereshall not bearigid pattern regarding the type of questions, number of questionsand
order of questions.

Questionsshall belife-related

Questions shall bein accordance with thelearning activities.

Careshall betaken to avoid gender bias, communal sentimentsetc. in the questionsframed.
Adequate hintsfor answering the questions shall be given, wherever necessary.

Choice of questions may be given only upto a maximum of 20% of the total score. While
giving the choice, due attention shall be given to select the same content area/ curriculum
objective, scores, mental processesinvolved etc.

The duration of the examination will be 2 hrs for subjects having 60 scores and
2'/, hrsfor those having 80 scores, in addition to the cool off timefor 15 mts.

Scoresfor objective type questions shall not exceed 20% of thetotal score.

M aximum scorefor aquestion shall not exceed 10% of thetotal score. However in Botany
and Zool ogy amaximum of 5 score can be given to aquestion. Fractions may be avoided.
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All questions should have an entry level, so that all learners who have undergone the
learning process can get the minimum score. However, the possibility of applying higher
order mental process, considering the different levels of the learners shall be taken into
account.

Score should be noted in the question paper agai nst each question and word limit may be
specified wherever necessary.

Score shall be given to a question in accordance with the mental processes involved in
answeringit.

The possibility of using asingle question text asthe question text for other questions can be
explored.

While setting aquestion paper, the time all ocation shall bein accordancewith thetimefor
reading the questions and thinking, planning and writing time of the answer.

Guidelinesfor developing scoring key

Scoring indicators should reflect the mental processesinvolved in answering that question.
Conceptsto be evaluated should be clear and specific.

Scoring key for open-ended questions shall give due consideration to afairly wide range of
possible responses. It may include sequencing of ideas, relevance, originality, creativity,
level of thinking, presentation etc.

The scoring key should indicate the split up scores for the essential lower order mental
processes and the higher order mental processesinvolved in the answer.

Reasonabl e split up may be given for the scores.

Whileevaluating the ability to expressthe knowledge constructed by thelearner, limitations
in language shall beignored.



Guidelines for setting Question Papers
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English (Part -1) Class XII

There shall not be any fixed pattern regarding the number, type and the order of questions
in the question paper.

Treatment of language should be at discourselevel.

Unfamiliar passages/ profiles/ anecdotes/ storiesetc. can befollowed by questionsto test.
e different levelsof comprehension

e vocabulary itemsand writing responses

e variousforms of discourseslike reports diary/ dialogues/ interview/ notice/ slogans/
placards/ poster etc.

Poemsfrom the Coursebook or unfamiliar poemswhich aresimilar to the theme and message
the poems in the Coursebook/ Practice Book can be used as question text. These can be
followed by questionsto test:

e different levelsof comprehension
e appreciation of the poems/ write-ups comparing the poems etc.

Passages from stories/ one-act plays/ expository pieces of writing etc., in the Coursebook
can be used in the question paper for testing:

e differentlevelsof comprehension

e variousformsof discourseslikedia ogues reports/ scripts/ screen play/ interview/ profile/
editorial/ |ettersetc.

Labelling of grammatical items shall be avoided. Approach to the questions in grammar
shall be at functional level. If necessary language forms and examples can be given along
with the questions.

There can be questionsto test the ability of thelearner tointerpret tables, charts, graphsetc.,
and to prepare write-ups based on them.

Questions should be based on the Curriculum Objectives, the Coursebook and the Practice
Book.'

Hintsto the bare minimum, verbal or visual inputs etc., shall be given wherever necessary.

There can be questionsto test the ability of the learner to edit syntactic and morphological
errors.

One day,
when he was quite young, a fierce tiger attacked him in the forest. But he was not afraid and
managed to escape. He was very proud of the courage he had shown until the day he saw aleper
living in aditch. Hefelt afraid to touch him and help him. It wasthen that he realised that hewas
not really abrave person. Amte took the leper home and tended him. This experience brought a
dramatic changein hislife. He now began to devote himself to the service of the poor and the sick.

Amtegave up legal practicein 1949. Hetook training in Calcuttain the treatment of leprosy. He
then founded Amnadwan, 'the forest of joy', atownship near Nagpur, in 1950. There was now
new hopefor leprosy patients. From just afew patientsin 1950 the number has gradually risen to
over two thousand.

Anandawan tells the story of courage and faith. It began with a small piece of forest land, six
patients and an investment of just fourteen rupees.
