Guidelines for the preparation of question paper

1 Design and blue print should be prepared in advance.

2. Questions should have direct link with Curriculum objectives

3 More than one curriculum objectives can be clubbed

4 Room for assessing higher level of  mental process should be assured

5 Different types of questions (objectives, short answer and essay) should be included.

6 Consider various cognitive levels (understanding, application, analysis, creative thinking,
evaluation, etc)

7 Mere recalling type questions should be avoided

8 Open ended questions should be included

9 Question text and directions for answering should be in simple language, clear and
comprehensive

10 Objective type questions should have higher mental process

11 All questions should aim at all levels of learners.

12 Flexibility regarding the type of questions, number of questions and order of questions should
be ensured.

13 Life related questions should be included

14 Questions should reflect the classroom learning activities

15 Caution should be taken to avoid gender bias, communal sentiments etc

16 Sufficient and appropriate hints for answering may be given wherever necessary

17 Choice may be given subject to a maximum of 20% of the total scores. While giving internal
choice, due attention may be given to select the same content area/cluster of curriculum objectives,
scores, identical mental process involved etc

18 Maximum 2hrs for the subjects having 60 scores and 2 1/2 hrs for those having 80scores. 15
minutes should be given as cool off time for all subjects.

19 Questions may be framed so as to promote interest and positive attitudes towards learning.

20 Question paper shall be bilingual (English and Mother tongue). However technical terms shall
be transliterated.

21  Score for objective types of questions should not exceed 20% of the total scores.
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22 Maximum score for a question should not exceed 10% of the total score. Fractions may be
avoided.

23 All questions should have an initial entry level, so that all students who have undergone the
learning process can get minimum score. However the possibility of applying higher level mental
process should also be explored.

24 Time alloted for a question should include the time for reading the question, understanding and
writing the answer.
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Guidelines for the Scoring Indicators

1 Total score is 60/80 and the time for answering is 2hrs/ 2 ½ hrs and cool off time - 15mts

2 Score should be mentioned in the question paper for each question texts.

3 Mental process should be considered while preparing the scoring key.

4 Scoring key should be simple and  in clear language

5 Concept to be evaluated should be clear and specific

6 Scoring key for open ended questions should give due consideration to fairly wide possible

range of responses. It may include  sequencing of ideas, relevance, originality, creativity, level

of thinking, presentation etc.

7 Reasonable spilt up may be given for the scores.

8 While evaluating the proficiency to express the knowledge constructed by the learner, limitations

in language shall be ignored.

10 Judges/appraises/evaluates the merits or demerits of an idea/ develops own solutions to a problem.
