COMPUTERS ON THE FAST TRACK
OF MODERN WORLD.
                  Computers were invented only a few decades back. Yet it has become the successor of man. One of the new inventions of man in the field of Robotics Computer Technology is a widely talked one –the virtual news reader Annova.
                Ananova is the the world’s first Computer generated virtual news reader. Born of digital DNA, she is according to her creations five feet 8, 28 years old, green haired, widely attractive and quite intelligent. She is capable of bringing internet viewers round the clock breaking news. Click on her ‘play’ button and she will read you news bulletins and reports on sports, travel, and weather that are periodically updated by her creators at the British Press Associations (BPA) in UK like any real news reader, her inflections moods and facial expressions change with the tone of the story.
                 Within a month of her debut in April 19 2005 she received over 1-6 million visitors and surfers round the world .R&D scientists at Telecom Giant BT in Brittan have created a virtual news reader Vandrea  –a look like of Brittan’s channel 5’s news reader ,Andrea Catherwood.
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           Robotics have come of age and researches of the Integrated Systems Centre at the University  of Southern California are working on a project that will enable net users to create accurate representations of  themselves and then interact with the representations of  other people in a computer generated virtual world .But can these virtual news readers  replace human news readers?. Since virtual news readers cannot gather news, edit or guarantee whether the facts are accurate, it will be sometime before they cay can compete with human news readers.
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
